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 In this session, we will present video data recorded in Early Years education settings. The data comes from a data set collected in private nurseries, pre-schools, and foundation units in the UK. We are exploring how children engage in mathematics learning through interaction with staff and peers. In particular, we would like to focus on norms (in particular, sociomathematical norms). 

This extract is taken from a circle time. At 9am, a preschool staff member sits with the entire group to do “circle time”. In this slot, the children talk about the days of the week, months of the year, seasons, the weather etc. The activity is approximately 10 minutes of singing, and group interaction before free play begins for the morning. 

Extract 1a is transcribed with Mondadian transcription conventions. Extract 1b uses Jeffersonian conventions only. Extract 1b begins 7 seconds after 1a (the 7 second interlude being a short interaction that has been cut to protect anonymity).
